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program is a way for congregations to declare that they are intentional about including
those who are gay, lesbian, bisexual or transgendered in the life of the congregation.
The program began in 1984 and has over 450 congregations, synods, colleges, and
seminaries on its roster. The Greater Milwaukee Synod declared itself to be a RIC set-
ting in 1991. Our Savior’s followed soon after. However, it wasn’t until 2002 that official
recognition was made and a certificate was posted in our Lobby.

For 15 years RIC congregations have made a statement and worked to welcome people
of all sexual orientations and gender identities. In 2009 Churchwide Assembly resolu-
tions made the ELCA fully inclusive stating that gay and lesbian persons in committed
relationships are eligible to be on the roster of church leaders. The Assembly also ap-
proved blessings of same gender relationships by pastors and congregations.

The event LIVING OUTLOUD: Faithfully Celebrating God's Gifts , rejoices in the gifts
of all of God's children. Quoting Pastor Carol Tomer, Co-President of The Lutheran Net-
work for Inclusive Vision (also Pastor Fran Odden’s niece), “We cannot hold back from
sharing this good news of God's wide welcome that the ELCA is trying to live out. We
believe that these changes in policy will strengthen the mission of the church.” We have
heard similar statements from people around us, reflecting the need to get the word out,
so that all people know they are
welcome here in this congrega-
tion. You are invited to register
for the day or a portion of it us-
ing the form on page 7 of this
newsletter.

In Greek, one word for time is chronos, which is the measur-
able passage of time (minutes, hours, days, weeks, etc.) Another word is
kairos, which means “the right time”, the decisive, critical time when oppor-
tunity and action intersect. Kairos has no past, present or future. It is when
)) eternity breaks into time and forces us to make choices and take decisions.

In theology the term “kairos” is used to describe the qualitative form of time. In the New
Testament “kairos” means “the appointed time in the purpose of God,” specifically the time
when God acts (e.g. Mark 1:15, the time [Kairos] has come [or fulfilled], the kingdom of
God is near).

The increasing membership, the new life that is vibrating inside of this congregation, plus
the training, the book study and the formation of the multicultural team, are for me some
signs of this Kairos for Our Savior's Lutheran Church.
