tion in the midst of loss; and every call invites us into new holy imaginings, as individuals 
and in community, even as we give thanks for God’s guidance thus far along the way.”  
So many of us and our neighbors have experienced the pain of loss along the way, and it 
is the church that reminds us of a new day, of resurrection and all it holds for us.  As I 
said in a sermon recently, our Bishop has a heart for those who are poor, who are op-
pressed, and all who struggle.  He has consistently proclaimed the hope of the resurrec-
tion in ways that inspire and lift all of us up. 

It is my confident prayer that:  1) Bishop Paul will be 
fulfilled as he carries out his new call; 2) We in the 
Greater Milwaukee synod will receive a new interim 
and then long-term Bishop who will lead wisely, faith-
fully and compassionately; 3) That the people of Our 
Savior’s will grow in faith and love as we continue our 
journey together; 4) That we grow in boldness as we 
discover and follow the holy imaginings before us. 

By the time you receive this, the departure of Bishop 
Paul will be imminent.  I am confident you will join me 
in giving thanks for his leadership and ministry, his 
faithfulness and strength, his humor and his sensitivity, 
and most of all his compassion and love for all of us.  
He will be deeply missed.  There will be a service hon-
oring Bishop Paul on Sunday, September 20 at 3:00 p.m. at St. Luke’s Waukesha.  Eve-
ryone is invited. 

In case you haven’t heard, Our Savior’s will be the host site for the special Synod Assem-
bly to elect a new Bishop on December 4 and 5.  Once again we are able to humbly pro-
vide a service to our church beyond ourselves and our congregation.

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ: 
 
Above all, clothe yourselves with love, which binds everything together in perfect harmony. And let 
the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to which indeed you were called in the one body. And be 
thankful.  
-- Colossians 3:14-15 
 
I write to you from the 2009 ELCA Churchwide Assembly in Minneapolis with official infor-
mation about the actions of this assembly related to human sexuality. I am grateful for the 
manner in which this church has engaged in this conversation. The way this assembly 
has discussed these questions is a continuation of the way this church has deliberated: 
with deep and heartfelt respect for each other, engaging with Scripture, listening to the 
faith stories and experiences of one another, and through worship and prayer seeking the 
discernment of the Spirit. 
 
In my response to the voting members on Friday, August 21, I made this request: we 
need one another. We need time. We need the voices of those who lament and those 
who rejoice over these actions, for together we have been called to proclaim the Good 
News of Jesus Christ and engage in God’s mission for the life of the world. 

The assembly adopted 676-338 -- precisely two-thirds of those voting -- “Human Sexual-
ity: Gift and Trust,” the ELCA’s 10th social statement, with minor editorial amendments. It 
also adopted a series of implementing resolutions with amendments. This theological and 
teaching document builds on the key Lutheran principles of justification by grace and 
Christian freedom to serve the neighbor. It emphasizes that central to our vocation, in 
relation to human sexuality, is the building and protection of trust in relationships. It there-
fore affirms that we are called to be trustworthy in our human sexuality and to build social 
institutions and practices where trust and trustworthy relationships can thrive. The social 
statement addresses marriage, same-gender relationships, families, protecting children, 
friendships, commitment, social responsibility and moral discernment. Regarding same-
gender committed relationships, the social statement says that this church is not in agree-
ment and recognizes the different perspectives which are present among us. 

Our assembly also adopted resolutions proposed by the Church Council based on those 
contained in a “Report and Recommendation on Ministry Policies.” The actions direct that 
changes be made to churchwide policy documents to make it possible for those in com-
mitted same-gender relationships to serve as rostered leaders in the ELCA. There were 
amendments to two of the proposals. The assembly adopted the resolutions in the follow-
ing order, beginning with a strong statement about how we will live together in the face of 
our disagreements:

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Resolution 3: “RESOLVED, that in the implementation of any resolutions on ministry 
policies, the ELCA commit itself to bear one another's burdens, love the neighbor, and 
respect the bound consciences of all." (Adopted 771-230 as amended) 
 
Resolution 1 : “RESOLVED, that the ELCA commit itself to finding ways to allow congre-
gations that choose to do so to recognize, support and hold publicly accountable life-long, 
monogamous, same-gender relationships.” (Adopted 619-402) 
 
Resolution 2 : “RESOLVED, that the ELCA commit itself to finding a way for people in 
such publicly accountable, lifelong, monogamous, same-gender relationships to serve as 
rostered leaders of this church.” (Adopted 559-451) 
 
Resolution 4 : This resolution called upon members to respect the bound consciences of 
those with whom they disagree; declared intent to allow structured flexibility in decision-
making about candidacy and the call process; eliminated the prohibition of rostered ser-
vice by members in publicly accountable, lifelong, monogamous same-gender relation-
ships; recognized and committed to respect the conviction of members who believe that 
the ELCA should not call or roster people in committed same-gender relationships; called 
for development of accountability guidelines; directed that amendments to ministry policy 
documents be drafted and approved; and stated that this church continue to trust congre-
gations, bishops, synods and others responsible for determining who should be called 
into public ministry. (Adopted 667-307 as amended) 

I invite you into important, thoughtful, prayerful conversation about what all of this means 
for our life in mission together. What is absolutely important for me is that we have this 
conversation together. 

We meet one another finally -- not in our agreements or our disagreements -- but at the 
foot of the cross, where God is faithful, where Christ is present with us, and where, by the 
power of the Holy Spirit, we are one in Christ.

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In recent weeks I found myself reading The Generosity Factor 
coauthored by Ken Blanchard and S. Truett Cathy, both better 
known among business people.  Blanchard for example was co-
author of the widely read The One Minute Manager. 
 
The Generosity Factor begins with the well known and worn say-
ing of Jesus, “It is more blessed to give than receive.”  But the 
author suggests our society seems to be ruled by a contradictory 
principle, “Receiving is all that matters.”  Far too many, the author 
asserts, orientate their lives around the latter.   
 
The reader is then challenged to consider if the world is really a 
better place because of the world’s emphases on getting all you can out of life?  If not, 
then perhaps one ought to reconsider Jesus’ dictum, “It is more blessed to give than re-
ceive.”   
 
Blanchard looks at the success-motivated person who measures his or her life in terms of 
money, power, status, achievement, and recognition.  The more such a person gets the 
more successful the person feels.  In contrast, the person who seeks to make the world a 
better place, is at their core a giving person.  Such a person is generous in his or her giv-
ing of their money, of their time for the well-being of others, and of their energy helping 
others develop long and meaningful relationships.  Such is a person of significance ac-
cording to Blanchard, since they know firsthand the joy of being a person of generosity.   
 
Many among us know the joy that comes when in thankfulness we seek to be faithful and 
generous stewards of God’s bountiful gifts.  Indeed, we would no doubt with Blanchard 
assert the truthfulness of the saying of Jesus, “It is more blessed to give than receive.”

Some of the things we have done for a long time will change and need 
much less energy.  Other tasks need more attention and participation.   
 
As the community of believers here at OSLC, working with each other, we are ”members 
of a Royal Priesthood” (1 Peter:2).  Our pastors are here to assist, inspire and encourage 
us and it is our job to welcome the stranger and assist those in need.  We each have a 
mission in this place and we are responsible for the outcomes.  My observation is we have 
good starts and good intentions but we must do a much better job.  This means giving our 
time and commitment as well as our dollars. 
  
As chairperson of the Outreach Team, I encourage you to identify and welcome the 
“strangers” who appear in our midst.  Join our efforts of doing outreach.  There are many 
little and easy tasks that you can do and there may be some challenging opportunities.  
Act on what you feel you are being called to do; share it with me or any of the ministers 
here. 
 
If you are not sure of who I am, let me provide some background.  I am a child of God, 
baptized into the “Body of Christ” on Palm Sunday 1944, confirmed in the same congrega-
tion on Pentecost Sunday 1958. The congregation is First Lutheran Church, North Platte, 
Nebraska a member of the Nebraska Synod of the ELCA. In confirmation I was corrected 
in my assumption that my parents had brought me to church; we are here because we are 
called by God from the time prior to our birth—all of us.  I have been active in several con-
gregations in Milwaukee and now I am here in this place.  In full disclosure, my Grampa 
came from North Fjord and I enjoy lutefisk with my lefse.
