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FROM PASTOR BARBARA: 

“I was glad when they said to me, ‘Let us go, to the house of the 
Lord!’” (Psalm 122:1)  It is in the “house of the Lord” that we gather 
to worship, give praise, pray, hear the Word, share in the Meal, are 
nourished and fed, and sent out into the world to share the Good 
News.  Therefore, the space in which we worship plays an impor-
tant role in our spiritual lives.  The sanctuary which has served as 
the place of worship for members of Our Savior’s for over 50 years 
is dear to the hearts for many. We are beginning to explore ways 
to make the worship space more welcoming for today’s genera-
tion.  If we do that, it would mean making some changes.   I realize 
that it is difficult to think of change to something with such a history 
and connection to our heritage. 

I remember when, at my former parish, we remodeled the sanctu-
ary, I had become so accustomed to the pulpit, and did not want to 
see it changed.  Yet, I knew that for the sake of improved worship 
for the community, I needed to become accustomed to a new 
place from which to preach.  With some difficulty – just ask the 
members of St. John’s -- I came to accept that change. 

I want to emphasize that we will all be a part of the decisions.  We 
have not, at this point, made any concrete proposals or decisions.  
What we have done is to sign up for a training program that will

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help us to find ways to go about the process.  With the economy in a 
recession, it is hard even to think about a project that will require a good deal of funding.  
It does, however, offer us time to do some dreaming and thinking about what might be.  
The program we discovered can help us to find new sources of support. 

Partners for Sacred Places: New Dollars/New Partner s is a training program 
to help congregations develop resources for their older buildings as assets for 
ministry.  Four people from the congregation have agreed to join me in the 
training to explore possible sources of funding we haven’t thought about before.  
We are engaging this training in order to find new ways to help fund the mainte-
nance and refurbishing needed in our building.  There are other organizations 
that help congregations raise money for capital projects, but this program is the 
only one devoted to helping congregations and their communities sustain and actively 
use older and historic sacred places. 

We have many needs throughout the building that may be covered if we engage in this 
campaign, and we can explore all of them.   The one that has been in my vision for some 
time is refurbishing the sanctuary.  This is an exciting project that I have long believed 
can revitalize the ministry of Our Savior’s.  The Partners for Sacred Places process could 
serve as a public relations and marketing program bringing new partners in the neighbor-
hood and beyond to us. 

The members of the congregation who have agreed to participate in the training, along 
with me are:   Jane Bosman-Clark, Miguel de Jesus, Frank Schultz, and Bob Scheuer-
mann.  We will attend our first session on Saturday, March 7, and then four more Satur-
days, throughout the coming year.   The training is made possible at a very reduced rate 
through a grant from the Siebert Lutheran Foundation (only $500 for the five sessions for 
five people).  Beyond the small lead group, we will need a cadre of people to work with 
us to engage the entire congregation in the process. 

In January I attached to my annual report, some discussion points that were derived from 
brainstorming activities held during our planning processes over that past couple of 
years.  They are meant to help us talk about what needs to be done in relation to the mis-
sion and vision for Our Savior’s.  Some of the items which members have asked to have 
considered include:  new lighting, flooring, comfortable seating, glazing of windows for 
energy efficiency, update technology to attract younger generations, and much more.  If 
you do not have an Annual Report booklet and would like to see the list, please contact 
me or the church office.  I would be happy to sit down and talk with anyone about this 
vision and the possibilities of the Sacred Places program.                      Pastor Barbara

FROM PASTOR BETTY  
Dear Brothers and Sisters:  May the Lord of love and mercy bless you in your daily life. It 
has been a very wonderful, busy and rewarding time so far. I have been leading the 
Wednesday Prayer Lunches which are becoming very participative and interesting. I want 
to share this with all of you because I think we have to acknowledge this ministry as part 
of Our Savior’s outreach ministry, a ministry that you, as a member of Our Savior’s, are 
part of too. 
At the same time I called our first gathering with the young leadership of Vacation Bible 
School. The gathering was a result of a meeting that I had with Sheila Hendrix. She told 
me her dream to see this church as a safe haven for the kids in this neighborhood. She 
expressed some urgency for a gathering of youth around faith issues, and declared this as 
“a state of emergency” time for young people. 

The theme we used for our first meeting was “friendship.” We wanted them to explore 
what they were looking for in a friend and introduce them to the “best friend ever” Jesus 
Christ, the one that always is there “till the end of the age” for you and never disappoints 
you.  To our surprise they were really grounded. They know what they are looking for in a 
friendship. They define a true friend as “a person who is honest, respectful, ‘have your 
back’, dependable, trustworthy, available, have a good sense of humor, good personality, 
positive, loyal, good role model, comfortable to be around and authentic.” And they finally 
add “we want somebody who can be a leader not a follower”. So, we discovered that 
Jesus Christ was that person! 

The question now is the same for the youth as it is for us as adults: How can we see 
Christ in our midst? How can we make Jesus Christ available to these children? Or make 
them feel Christ’s presence in their lives? Because the reality is that the kids in this 
neighborhood are growing in a very unsafe, volatile, broken environment, and they are in 
the need of love, care and appreciation. That need makes them easy targets for people 
who could invite them to do something really wrong. They need to find responsible adult 
people who can mentor them during this difficult time. And I really believe that in the 
church they can find that type of person. 

So the next step for us as a church is to create a group of caring people who can be 
available, authentic and affirming...TRIPLE A ADULTS!  So if your passion is to be a 
mentor or if you care about young people, please let us know. We want each one of the 
young leaders to have a mentor not only during summer time but all year round. Help us 
to make “God’s presence” a reality for them. 

May the Lord illumine your life and your heart.   Pastor Betty Baires

The following appeared in a recent publication of our church and is reprinted with permis-
sion.  

Meeting People Where They Are: Czech Republic  

When the Communist era in Central and Eastern Europe came to an end, the tiny Silesian 
Church faced a great opportunity and a tremendous challenge in the Czech Republic, where 
only 30 percent of the population has any affiliation with Christianity. Christians have often 
been viewed as unusual. How could a church begin to fulfill Christ’s command to love an-
other when so much of society seemed to be beyond the church’s reach?  

“Christians are viewed with suspicion in our secularized society,” says former 
bishop Vladislav Volny. “The average person will not meet us where we Christians 
are—in our church buildings. So we must meet people where they are. They will 
come to recognize Christ through our acts of love and compassion for the poorest of 
the poor and for those in greatest need.”  

Did you know? Lutheran churches in Eastern Europe flourished for centuries until commu-
nism disrupted the practice of the Christian faith. This tiny denomination, numbering only 
35,000 members, set out to do just that. In 1990, it had no social service institutions and no 
social ministry personnel. Today, Silesian Diakonia, the social ministry arm of the church, 
has 43 service institutions, including centers for the disabled, orphanages, after school pro-
grams, and elder care facilities. Its workers and volunteers indeed meet people where they 
are.  

The Silesian Church and other centuries-old Lutheran churches in Eastern Europe 
are busy rebuilding and expanding their ministries for a new era. Grants and schol-
arships from the ELCA are helping them grow in their capacity for social service, 
advocacy, and global mission.  

Therefore continue being generous in your gifts to our church. As the German theologian 
Dietrich Bonhoeffer once wrote:  

“The church is the church only when it exists for o thers.”

God freely forgives. In fact, it is in God's na-
ture to forgive. But what about human for-
giveness?  Is it in our human nature to for-
give?   Forgiveness in recent years has be-
come the subject of scientific study.  If these 
studies are to be believed, revenge is the 
more natural response to injury or 
wrong.  These studies show that the same 
parts of the brain associated with pleasure 
are excited when we respond in a revengeful 
manner as when we eat some desirable food 
like chocolate.   
 
At the same time we humans desire and 
know the peace of mind that comes with for-
giveness and reconciliation.  Our Christ-
centered faith along with most of the world's 
religions teach and encourage their adher-
ents to make forgiveness an essential dimen-
sion of their lives.  As central and important as forgiveness is in our lives we know how 
difficult it is to forgive or ask for forgiveness.
